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Thus all rural areas of Puducherry was covered in this breakthrough program. 

  

The Government of Puducherry proposed to conduct selection exam for the post of LDC. IIPA 

wanted to give the rural youth a glimpse of the preparation to be made for the LDC exam. The Local 

Administration department collaborated in taking the program to all the commune Panchayats in the 

region of Puducherry. On  weekends two day   orientation program was conducted at Ariankuppam, 

Bahour, Mannadipet, Nettapakkam and Villianur Panchayats  by covering the various subjects of the 

exam and also by conducting a model test. The program was a first such effort in spreading awareness 

among rural youth and confidence building measure. 

Renewable Energy Agency ,Puducherry initiated awareness program to propagate the 
benefits of renewable energy among various interest groups in Puducherry. This was entrusted to Indian 
Institute of Public Administration, Puducherry local branch. 

Towards this end three seminars were held for the different target groups in the 

seminar hall of Planning and Research Department, Puducherry.   On  31st Aug 2012  the first meeting 

was held for the self help groups and there was wide participation from various groups inspite of the day 



being auspicious day requiring domestic preoccupation. The resource persons were Dr Vedanta Desigan 

, and Dr _________  of     Department of Commerce, Annamalai University. 

The presidential address was rendered by Dr Sugathan who detailed various types of 

non conventional energy. This was followed by valuable inputs by the resource persons who also 

explained the current position of power needs and production in UT of Puducherry to bring home the 

precarious nature of this essential service. The potential of Solar energy was dwelt upon in particular 

given the abundance of sun rays especially in peninsular India. The Resource persons assured that even 

on cloudy days power can be tapped by the sun’s warmth. The great strides made in the recent past in 

the availability of storage devices was also explained . 

The planning officer of the REAP explained in detail the various schemes of the REAP 

and  the features and subsidy of the various products promted by REAP. 

This was followed by one day meetings   on 4th ,5th Sept at the same venue. On 4th Sept 

the participants were drawn from the students of many colleges. The resource persons delivered their 

valuable information tailored to the different type of the audiences. The students and faculty were 

initially skeptical about the course content , expressed their happiness about the contemporariness and 

the current need of energy devices and their impact in daily lives. 

Not content with this IIPA arranged a third seminar, this time focused  on District 

Administration with emphasis on BDO’s and Engineers from LAD and Municipalities.  The implementing 

agencies had an active interaction and were convinced about the increase in need of such alternate 

sources of energy.
